Guidelines

» At least one individual provider from each service delivery area will be recognized
this quarter with an award of either $500 or $1,000 to Lakeshore or Kaplan.

» Every attempt will be made to ensure that providers across all
settings are selected (e.g., ministries, homes, centers, OST).

» A provider may not receive the recognition award twice.

» A provider must have a current background check and consent on file and
have been employed at least 90 days with their current program.

» The program must be in good standing with no active enforcements in the last year.
» The PTQ rating for program cannot be expired (if applicable).
» Providers will be recognized at their local regional advisory council meeting.

» Individuals may nominate up to two providers per quarter.
